Welcome - The meeting was called to order by Jenn Pedersen at 9:18am. Loan Sriruksa led the flag salute.

Approval of Minutes: The March 27th General Meeting minutes were presented. Clio Bitboul moved to
approve the minutes and Farrah Dodes seconded. The motion passed.

Financial Report - Farrah Dodes read the financial report for March. The opening balance was $203,081.48,
closing balance was $193,500.24. A deposit was received in the amount of $643.80. No checks were issued
this month. Clio Bitboul moved to approve the financial report and HaRim Lee seconded. The motion passed.

President’s Report / Upcoming Events : CAPTA sent a certificate recognizing BHHS PTSA for 9 decades
of service. This past month PTSA supported games of the week: baseball, lacrosse and girls’ softball. PTSA
hosted a reception for the BHHS Art Show. PTSA purchased art supplies for a PRIME class. The Spring play,
the Pliant Girls is this weekend. Upcoming events include the Multicultural support for the French Club’s
Cabaret on April 29. Senior Movie Night, CAASP Carnival on May 1, the General PTSA meeting on May 22,
and the BHEF Honors including the Apple Awards on May 21 at the Beverly Cannon Gardens. Student
recognition includes ACA DECA competing at State competition against 56 teams. Robotics team MorTorq
earned 2nd place at their competition, which was their first appearance at finals in 16 years. Skills USA, the
CTE competition, our students competed in regional, State, and now 3 will be going on to Nationals.

Student Rep Report: ASB student rep Arthur Weiser discussed upcoming senior activities. The senior boat
race is a big favorite where students build boats from cardboard and race them in the swim gym pool Yesterday
was the ASB Food Faire. They are busy planning the grand lawn opening on 4/29.

Teacher Rep Report: Sue Yovetich discussed that there are only 5 weeks left of school, and the seniors are
ready to move on. We are in the middle of testing, and teachers are busy getting everyone across the line. The
school is looking at next year’s schedule. Looking to celebrate students and their hard work and their college
acceptances. Staff makes selections for senior awards. Finals are coming up.

Principal’s Report: Principal Sriruksa talked about Games of the Week and how PTSA support is very
welcome. Sysco is flying 8 freshmen plus district leadership and teachers for presentation and leadership is
staying for a conference. The Lawn Ribbon Cutting on 4/29 will be during lunch, for students only with pizza
and games. For the community event on 5/2, the district will be sending out info. Senior activities will kick off
next week, with a huge thank you to PTSA for all of their support. Shannon Kobeilusz is in charge of CAASP
testing, which helps determine college level courses, ranking of BHHS and students get perks like parking and
off campus privileges. AP testing coming in May. BHUSD pays for AP testing fees. Naomi Y and Janice Moon
were City of Beverly Hills interns for 12 weeks, and honored by City of BH. The upcoming Board of Ed meeting
will recognize school clubs. SAT prep classes are free, testing for PSAT and SAT are also free.
